PARENT ENGAGEMENT POLICY

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GB Introduction

Parents are the main enablers in improving the quality of education outcomes for their children.
Parent partnership with schools and teachers is indispensable. This policy sets out the minimum
requirements that schools must put in place to ensure they are engaging their parents effectively.
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GB 1. Parent-School Agreement

1.1 Schools shall require all parents to sign a parent-school agreement prior to enrollment and
annually upon re-enrollment. The agreement shall outline obligations of each party, require
acceptance of all school policies, and include a Parent Code of Conduct.

1.2 Parent Code of Conduct includes: respecting school values, treating school community
respectfully, committing to their child's learning responsibilities, refraining from defamatory social
media content, and respecting school policies on premises.
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GB 2. Parent Handbook

2.1 Schools shall develop and implement a Parent Handbook available at the beginning of the
academic year on the school website. The handbook shall include school rules, policies, and
procedures relating to admission, enrollment, fees, uniform, attendance, behavior, academics,
curriculum, assessment, nutrition, student protection, and transportation.
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GB 3. Parent Engagement Requirements

3.1 Learning: Schools shall grant parents direct access to teachers and support staff, share
curriculum and progress information, and provide home learning support.

3.2 Wellbeing: Schools shall promote wellbeing strategies, encourage healthy eating, communicate
mental health policies, and inform parents of inclusive provision.

3.3 Involvement: Schools shall host at least one open day per year, encourage volunteering,
facilitate participation in school events, ensure a parent representative per grade, and establish a
Parent Council or PTA.
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Compliance: Failure to comply with this policy shall be subject to legal accountability and the
penalties stipulated in accordance with ADEK's regulations.
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
