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Introduction

Schools must ensure the safety of all students during their transport to and from school. This policy
sets out the minimum obligations by schools with regard to the provision of safe, high quality and
efficient school bus service.

Purpose

« Outline the responsibility of schools to ensure the safety of students related to transportation.
» Establishment of roles and responsibilities of various stakeholders.

School Obligations — Bus Service

1. Schools shall provide school bus service to students.

2. Schools are ultimately responsible for the safety of all students on school buses during the journey.
3. Schools shall ensure bus safety and pedestrian safety training for students.

4. Student discipline policies shall include provisions for student behavior during the journey.

5. Maximum journey time shall not exceed 60 minutes from pick-up to final drop-off point.

School Bus Staff Requirements

Driver: Must obtain QCC license followed by ITC license and be familiar with the ADEK Student
Protection Policy.

Bus Supervisor: Required for each bus transporting students aged 11 or below. Only female Bus
Supervisors, except for all-male buses with Cycle 2 and 3 students.

School Transport Coordinator: Schools shall appoint one staff member to coordinate transportation.

Non-School Bus Transportation

Schools are not responsible for non-school bus transportation. Schools shall collect a signed consent
form from parents. Scooters allowed only for students 16+ at speed limit of 20 km/h on cycling paths.
Bicycles require adult supervision for students under 12.

Compliance

This policy is effective as of AY 2024/25 (Fall term). Full compliance expected by AY 2025/26 (Fall
term).
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
