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Introduction

Sustainability is an element of collective wellbeing that 'meets the needs of the present without
compromising the ability of future generations to meet their own needs' (United Nations, 1987). This
policy sets out the requirements for schools to promote and foster an awareness and understanding
of sustainability across their school communities.

Purpose

* Ensure schools have a focused strategy dedicated to promoting sustainability.

* Require schools to monitor their own progress in implementing their sustainability strategy.
* Prepare students and staff with knowledge and skills to manage resources wisely.

* Encourage continuous improvement in sustainability and environmental wellbeing.

Sustainability Strategy

Schools shall develop a sustainability strategy including:

1. Statement of sustainability goals aligned with UN SDGs and Abu Dhabi Environmental Agency
(EAD) policies.

2. Schools' Corporate Social Responsibility commitment.
3. Key sustainability initiatives and action plans.
4. A Sustainability Committee or Lead shall be appointed to oversee the strategy.

Integration of Sustainability

Schools shall:

* Integrate sustainability principles into the curriculum across all grades.

» Promote environmental awareness through educational programs and extracurricular activities.
* Establish wellness spaces within premises.

» Promote reuse of uniforms and physical resources.

» Develop plans for sustainable disposal of lost and found items.

» Encourage green digital footprint (digital over printed resources).

Compliance
