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EDUCATIONAL RISK POLICY

Introduction

The early identification and support of students at educational risk is critical to increasing
their chances of educational continuity, promotion, graduation, and continuation to post-
secondary education or other career pathways. This policy lays out the basic requirements
to support students at educational risk in schools.

Purpose

» Require schools to develop a policy on supporting students at educational risk.

* Mandate schools to develop a mechanism for the identification, development of
interventions, and monitoring and evaluation of students at risk.

» Obligate schools to use a Tiered Model of Support approach when developing
interventions.

Policy

1. School Policy on Educational Risk

1.1 Schools shall develop and implement a policy to identify, respond to, and support the
diverse needs of all students through: identification of students at educational risk;
development of interventions; and monitoring and evaluation.

1.2 Schools shall organize professional development sessions to ensure that staff who
interact with students are aware of the school's policy on educational risk.

2. Identification of Students at Educational Risk

2.1 Schools shall carry out ongoing analyses to identify students at educational risk using
evidence-based factors including: student attendance, wellbeing, behavior, additional
learning needs, extenuating circumstances, academic achievement, linguistic difficulties,
parent engagement, school transfer frequency, and staff/parent/student referrals.

2.2-2.3 If a student is identified as being at risk of harm due to maltreatment, the ADEK
Student Protection Policy protocols shall be immediately followed. |dentification results shall
be kept confidential.

3. Developing Interventions

3.1 Tiered Model of Support: Tier 1 (Universal) — foundational teaching for all students; Tier
2 (Targeted) — small-group supplemental interventions; Tier 3 (Intensive) — individualized,
highly personalized intervention possibly involving external specialists.

3.2-3.3 Schools shall design comprehensive, systematic, tiered interventions using a
school-based intervention team including senior leaders, counselors, inclusion heads,
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wellbeing staff, parent liaison staff, and data management staff. Interventions shall maximize
opportunities for all students at educational risk.
4. Monitoring and Evaluation

4.1 Schools shall continuously monitor and evaluate implementation by: using
comprehensive assessment methods; establishing review schedules for each student at risk;
providing parents with ongoing progress information; and storing data in digital format
available to ADEK upon request.

5. Compliance

5.1 Effective AY 2024/25. Full compliance expected by AY 2025/26. Failure to comply is
subject to legal accountability under ADEK regulations and Federal Decree Law No. (31) of
2021.
