Target Audience: Kindergarten Teachers, Parents, School Leadership Team

1. Scope of Application

This policy applies to all kindergarten levels (KG1, KG2, and Grade 1) in the school
and includes:

> Both Emirati and non-Emirati students.
> All student categories as per the approved Arabic language learning tracks.

2. Vision and Objectives

Vision:

To foster a bilingual educational environment that ensures students acquire foundational
Arabic language skills while promoting national and cultural identity.

Objectives:

> Ensure curriculum alignment with ADEK requirements.

> Enhance Arabic language teaching effectiveness through an inclusive learning
environment.

> Support Arabic learning for non-native speakers.

> Promote school-parent collaboration in language development.

3. Teaching the Arabic Language Curriculum
Arabic Language Tracks:

> Track A: For Emirati and Arabic-speaking students.
> Track B: For non-Arabic-speaking students.




Student Track Assignment:

o Track placement is determined based on a language proficiency placement test
for new students.

« Changing a student’s track is permitted only upon educational and linguistic
evaluation, and ADEK’s approval in cases of special educational needs.

Curriculum Plan:
The school prepares a detailed annual curriculum plan including:

« Learning objectives and outcomes per unit.
o Learning and assessment activities.
« Integration of Arabic with other subjects.

Allocated Weekly Time:

> Track A:
o Minimum of 240 minutes per week in 2025/26
« 300 minutes per week by 2027/28
> Track B:
o 150 minutes per week in 2025/26
o 210 minutes per week by 2027/28

4. Teaching and Learning Approaches

Learning through play and interactive storytelling

Project-based learning and cross-subject integration

Differentiated instruction based on students’ language abilities

Use of authentic, age- and culturally-appropriate learning resources
Promotion of Standard Arabic use in the classroom
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5. Assessment and Monitoring Methods

Formative and developmental observation-based assessments
Student portfolios

Language placement tests for new students

Individual progress reports

Weekly and monthly internal team reviews of plans and outcomes.
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6. Targeted Student Support

» Additional language support for non-native speakers
> Individualized support plans for students with language difficulties
> Small-group learning sessions inside and outside the classroom

7. Teacher Qualifications

> Commitment to hiring qualified Arabic language teachers:
o Track A: Must be taught by native Arabic speakers
o Track B: Must be taught by teachers with proven competence in Arabic as a
second language
> Provision of 75 hours of annual training on language strategies and early learning
» Involvement of teachers in ADEK professional development programs

8. Parental Engagement

> Weekly bilingual newsletters outlining learning outcomes

> Home support materials translated into the student’s mother tongue

> Regular language events and community celebrations (e.g., Arabic Language
Week, Reading Competitions)

» Triadic meetings between teacher, student, and parent to follow up on language
progress

9. Educational and Technological Resources

» Selection of authentic educational materials (stories, worksheets, educational
videos)

> Use of digital platforms for teaching and tracking Arabic language development

> Integration of technology to support interactive learning

10. Monitoring and Quality Assurance

> Regular classroom observations and student portfolio reviews
> Assessment data analysis and provision of immediate feedback
> Termly performance reports for teachers and students




> Policy implementation monitored by the Arabic Language Coordinator and stage
leadership.

11. Compliance Requirements

This policy shall be published on the school website in both Arabic and English.
All relevant staff will receive training at the beginning of each academic year.
A semi-annual compliance report will be submitted to the school administration.
Any violation of this policy will be considered a regulatory breach and may
subject the school to accountability as per ADEK regulations.
