= Consistently low academic performance in core subjects
= High absenteeism or frequent tardiness

= Lack of motivation or limited classroom participation
= Low performance on standardized or internal assessments
2. Regular Data Collection and Analysis:

o Datais collected regularly from multiple sources, such as assessment
records, attendance logs, teacher observations, learning surveys, and
academic team meetings.

o Patterns and recurring signals are analyzed to detect potential risks
affecting student learning or retention.

3. Documentation, Referral, and Follow-Up:

o Identified cases are documented in the internal educational risk register
with an assigned risk level.

o Cases are referred to the Academic Support Committee or Educational
Specialist for review and the development of an appropriate intervention
plan.

o Parents are involved in the follow-up process and receive periodic
progress updates.

4. Ongoing Review and Policy Improvement:

o The effectiveness of the risk indicators and response procedures is
reviewed periodically to ensure they remain relevant and responsive to
actual needs.

o Recommendations for improvement are integrated into the school’s
learning support and development plans.
