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Inclusive Education Admission Policy
As Adopted by the School




This policy takes into account the school's currently limited resources and the unavailability of specialized
devices, while emphasizing collaboration with the Bidaya Rehabilitation Center.

Introduction:

The school is committed to promoting the principle of inclusive education and providing a supportive learning
environment for all students, including students of determination. In line with this commitment, an admission
policy for inclusive education has been developed to align with the currently available resources.

1. Target Group:
This policy applies to students with mild disabilities whose educational needs can be met within the school’s
existing capabilities, in cooperation with parents and the Bidaya Rehabilitation Center.

2. Admission Requirements:

e Submission of a recent and officially approved medical report from a recognized health authority detailing
the type, nature, and degree of the disability.

e The student's condition must be mild and not require any special devices or equipment that are not available
at the school.

e The parent/guardian must acknowledge their full understanding of the school’s limited infrastructure and
staffing capabilities and agree to cooperate with the school and the Bidaya Rehabilitation Center to provide
appropriate support.

e The parent/guardian must provide updated educational reports and the student’s Individualized Support
Plan (ISP), if available.

3. Available Resources:

e The school provides limited support services based on the currently available human resources.

e The school does not currently possess any specialized educational devices or tools for students with
moderate to severe disabilities.

¢ Educational support is provided in coordination with the Bidaya Rehabilitation Center in applicable cases,
based on an Individualized Support Plan.

4. Parent Responsibilities:

e  Submit all required documents early in the academic year.

e Commit to attending regular meetings to review the support plan.

¢ Collaborate with school administration and the support team to ensure optimal educational outcomes for the
student.

5. Review and Update:
This policy is reviewed annually by the school administration and the support team, in line with new
developments and available resources.
